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LOGO USAGE GUIDELINES
The following guidelines illustrate the proper use of the Manchester logo.

PRIMARY LOGO
The lockup of the logo with the tagline 
underneath is the preferred logo, and 
should be used in most circumstances.

LOGO (WITHOUT TAGLINE)
Using this version is recommended 
when the tagline is being used as a 
headline or graphic element in the 
same design in which the logo appears, 
when space is limited, or the logo size 
affects legibility of the tagline.

1-COLOR VERSIONS
The 1-color version of the logo should be used 
in circumstances where a limited palette is 
required, or when the logo is printed in black 
or white.

LOGO SAFE AREA
No other object should be placed within the 
safe area around the logo. The safe area is a 
boundary identified by the height of the ‘M’ 
in Manchester.

ICON
The icon should be used when the 
primary logo’s size is too large for the 
space it will occupy. The icon can also be 
used as a standalone design element  
or identifier.

CROWN ICON
The crown icon is intended for limited 
use in specific applications where an 
individual is depicted with it above 
or on their head. Recommended use 
is primarily in merchandise, photo 
ops, and other community-focused 
mediums. Please reach out to the 
contact listed on page 2 for approval of 
intended use.
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
